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 Data should be submitted electronically in a format specified by the Missouri Department of Insurance, Financial Institutions, and Professional Registration.  "For reporting purposes, one claim record should be reported for each named individual or entity formally alleged to have contributed to injury or grievance, and from whom a malpractice payment is being sought."   Claims should be reported only if a formal demand for payment has been made.  Do not report claims incidents where individuals may have contacted an attorney or requested medical records, but have not made a formal demand for payment.  
Claims must be filed with the department not later than the last day of the month following the end of the quarter the claim was opened or closed, as follows:


Claims opened or closed in first quarter:  
Filing date April 30th.  


Claims opened or closed in second quarter:   Filing date August 31st.


Claims opened or closed in third quarter:       Filing date November 30th.

               Claims opened or closed in fourth quarter:    Filing date January 31st.  

As per 20 CSR 600-1.030, any entity  “subject to this regulation that has not opened or closed claims during a reporting period shall file with the department, in lieu of quarterly claims data, an affidavit, signed by a company officer, attesting that no claims were opened or closed by the company.”  

All submissions will be subjected to a full range of data edits.  Data edits are designed to ensure the internal consistency, validity, and reasonableness of the data.  Each reporting entity is strongly encouraged to develop internal data quality control procedures to ensure that data meets all requirements.  
1.  Completeness:  all required fields must be completed

2.  Validity:  invalid codes will be rejected

3. Internal consistency:  Each record must be internally consistent.  For example, the various injury severity codes should be logically coherent and non-contradictory.  The sum of economic and non-economic damages should equal total damages.  

4.  Reasonableness:  extreme values on various items may be questioned.  Examples might include extreme values of awards or defense costs significantly outside of the normal range. 

5.  Constraint: values exceeding certain known constraints will be rejected.  For example, values of payments for non-economic damages exceeding the statutory cap are not valid.

In addition, methodologies for estimating some values must be reasonable.  For example, arbitrarily splitting economic and non-economic damages 50%-%50% or via some other heuristic device is not acceptable.  Values must reflect the nature of the loss and available documentation regarding wage loss, and medical and other expenses actually incurred by the injured party.  
Required Fields
Open Claims:   All fields except items 34 – 55.  
Closed Claims:  All fields must be completed.  Previously reported items may be changed if necessary (i.e. if new information becomes available, or an error was identified). However, the claim number, occurrence number, and other unique identifiers should not be changed without advanced notification.

Example 2:  Select “delay in treatment of identified fetal distress” (203) if appropriate, rather than “delay in performance” (201).  

     More generic categories should be used only when a specific category that adequately describes the allegation does not exist.  

2.  This is taxonomy of allegations made by the claimants.  If the claimant alleges that an infection is the result of a surgery, select the code failure to use aseptic technique, even if there is no specific known, proven, or identified failure.  

3.  Identify the most accurate code.  

Example 1:  Do not conflate codes such as a failure to treat fetal distress (104) with a failure to identify fetal distress (103) with delay in treatment of fetal distress (203).  Example 2: Do not conflate a failure to order appropriate medication (107) with instances in which the wrong medication is ordered (329).

4.  Select the most relevant code.  If numerous factors are alleged to have contributed to an adverse outcome, select the code that represents the most proximate cause of the injury, or that produced the most severe outcome.
